If you would like to join us for in-person worship, we gather for a 10:00 a.m. service in the Sanctuary 
and a 4:00 p.m. Jazz at Four service in Buchanan Chapel. ✺ In the Sanctuary, the front section is 
for those required to or choosing to practice social distancing, with seating by households. The 
remainder of the Sanctuary is open seating, with masks required wherever one sits. Seating for 
Jazz at Four is set up for social distancing. ✺ Due to health guidelines, congregational singing is 
not permitted in the Sanctuary or Chapel; those who would like to hum while the choir members 
sing the hymns are invited to do so.

Nursery care is not available at this time. ✺ Worship can be heard in the Sanctuary and Chapel 
through the “T” or “T-coil” setting of hearing aids. ✺ Please silence electronic devices when 
in the Sanctuary or Chapel. ✺ Following the morning service, those who would like to do so are 
invited to greet one another outside in the Michigan Avenue courtyard.

For the Jazz at Four service, access is only by the Delaware doors.

Sunday parking is available at 900 N. Michigan (access from Rush or Walton) at the rate of $9 between 
7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. and at the Hancock garage (875 N. Michigan, enter from Delaware or 
Chestnut) at the rate of $10 between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. Validation tickets for the 
garages must be picked up from an usher.

Our congregation is celebrating its sesquicentennial! Throughout the year we are marking our 
150th anniversary in various ways, including this morning welcoming as our guest preacher 
Dr. Otis Moss III (see the worship notes on page 12). Also during this morning’s service we will hear 
the first live performance of “A New Heaven and a New Earth.” Commissioned by Fourth Church 
in honor of our 150th anniversary, this anthem by Norwegian composer Kim André Arnesen is 
based on the scripture text Revelation 21:1–4. Premiered virtually during our online service on 
February 14, today it is being sung live in worship for the first time.

Also commissioned to celebrate our sesquicentennial are new Ordinary Time banners, which we are 
using for the first time today and will dedicate during the service. Designed by Ellie Cotey, with 
additional sewing done by members of the Benevolent Guild, these banners, paraments, and stoles 
depict Chicago and its landscape and, with rays of radiating light, evoke this congregation’s call to 
be a light in the city. The pulpit parament, which incorporates a map of Chicago, is created from 
150 pieces—one for each year of our history. The lectern paraments and stoles bring together the 
blue of Lake Michigan and the green of the prairie that surrounds the city, while the hanging 
banners offer images of local wildflowers.

A Michigan Avenue Forum on Tuesday, November 9 at 7:00 p.m. in the Sanctuary (and livestreamed) 
will present “Is the Church a Light in the City? Faith in the Twenty-First Century,” a conversation 
among notable church and community speakers that commemorates our 150th anniversary 
and looks at Fourth Church’s history as a citizen of Chicago. Moderated by Lucy Forster-Smith, 
this panel discussion will bring together Shannon Kershner; Pastor Emeritus John Buchanan; 
Felicia Davis, President and CEO of the Chicago Foundation for Women; and William Schweiker, 
Professor of Theological Ethics at the University of Chicago Divinity School. This Michigan 
Avenue Forum will be followed by an in-person “The Next 150 Years” program on Saturday 
morning, November 13. This opportunity to further explore the topics discussed on Tuesday 
evening will invite participants to exchange ideas in conversations led by Fourth Church members 
and program partners focusing on arts and culture, community, racial justice and diversity, 
equity and inclusion, and well-being. After an introductory greeting from Shannon Kershner, 
two breakout sessions will be held, and after a break, a second pair of sessions will convene. For 
more information, contact Lewis Hamer (lhamer@fourthchurch.org).
