Worship Notes

THE TEXTS OF BOTH ANTHEMS TODAY WERE WRITTEN by English poet and priest George Herbert
(1593-1633). One of ten children, Herbert was ordained in 1629 and was known for his unfailing
care for his parishioners, bringing sacraments to them when they were ill and providing food and
clothing to those in need. He served two small parish churches near Salisbury, and shortly before
his death from tuberculosis he sent a collection of poems to a friend, asking him to publish them
if he thought they might “turn to the advantage of any dejected poor soul” or otherwise to burn

them. His poems have been in print ever since.
