THE COMPOSER OF THIS MORNING’S FIRST ANTHEM, John Weaver (1937-2021) served as Organist and
Director of Music at the Madison Avenue Presbyterian Church in New York City from 1970 to
2005. He was also head of the Organ Department of the Curtis Institute of Music in Philadelphia
from 1972 to 2003 and chaired the Organ Department at the Juilliard School from 1987 to
2004. He played hundreds of concerts around the world, most from memory, and composed
numerous works for organ and chorus.
